General description of German Micronesia, based on a trip aboard the Oceana and sailing
vessels made between July and October 1903. The voyage was marred by two tropical
storms/ typhoons, which resulted in the loss of some of the livestock being brought to the
islands. The narrative covers stays on Yap, Pohnpei, Chuuk, Mokil, Pingelap, Kosrae, and
Saipan. While the copra production potential of Yap is highlighted, the author concludes that
overall German Micronesia has only little economic value and provided only a very small
market. While layout is cheap, the quality of work provided was deemed low.
