Summary item on the development of trade in New Guinea and the Islands Territory. The
trade volume for 1909 increased over 1908, with imports of RMk 382, 355 exceeding exports
of RMk 146, 484. Western food items and ammunitions decreased, largely due to the
reduction of the police troops in Micronesia. The Australian share of the trade increased
(mainly in the construction materials sector). The preference by the locals for freshly minted
currency, particularly 1 Mark pieces, is highlighted. It is reported that individual chiefs would
possess sums of up to Mark 10, 000, all in 1 Mark pieces, which led to a shortage in
circulating coins.
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
